Position Purpose and Description
The KIKOP Project works to reduce the rates of infant, child, and maternal mortality in the Kitutu Chache Sub-County of Kisii, Kenya through community-driven health education and health facility improvements. Under the supervision of the Curamericas Global staff, the Curriculum Development Intern will develop lessons for KIKOP’s mother-to-mother health education Care Group program.

The Care Group curriculum uses behavior change methodologies to influence maternal behavior at the household level. The Curriculum Development intern will be working with Curamericas Global and KIKOP staff to develop new lessons based on project priorities using both existing lesson plans and the creation of new materials.
